RESIDENT CORNER  

 

Eastampton Township Code, Control of Certain Animals 

CHAPTER 145-3 DOGS RUNNING AT LARGE PROHIBITED. 

“Each person…shall prevent such dog on any public street or public property in the 

Township unless such dog be securely confined and controlled by an adequate leash, 

not more than six feet in length, in the hands of a person able to control it, or 

restrained by other adequate means.” 

Township officials have received numerous complaints regarding unleashed dogs in 

Township parks.  As per Township Code dog owners are required to restrain their 

dogs by some means on Township property.  This is listed at the large Cliver Park 

rules sign as item #8 and on signage at Veteran’s Park indicating Township Code 

requirement for both dog leashes and dog waste.

Some common 

rejections are: Styrofoam, loose trash and trash in bags, recycling is bagged in 

plastic bags, yard waste, large piles of boxes, construction materials, metal poles, 

wood, plastic wrap, and pizza boxes.  Please note the residents’ address and reason 

for rejection are submitted to Eastampton Township.  Burlington County reserves 

the right to refuse to collect from addresses that continue to place rejected materials 

in their recycling.
